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Origin of the Sokthang Hot Spring i

The Sokthang Hot Spring nestles in a valley of the Masikryong Mountains.

According to Mountains and Streams in Yangdok County in Vol 55 of Handbook of Korean Geogra-
phy (1481) and its supplemented edition ( 1530), three spring wells were found eight kilometres north of
the county and the water gushing from them was very hot. This is regarded as a reference to the present
Sokthang Hot Spring.

This hot spring was originally called Tolthang, meaning spring water gushing out of rock crevices.
Later, it was renamed Sokthang.

This hot spring is efficacious against chronic gastritis, hyperuricemia, mercury or lead poisoning,
dental caries, osteoporosis, chronic eczema, skin discases like psoriasis and lichen, neuralgia, neuritis,
post-operative sequela, rheumatic arthritis, adnexitis, etc.

The hot spring is registered as the state-designated natural living monument No 48.
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3 Situated in a place dense with pine trees, the hotel is named Sonamu (pine tree in Korean). ¢
